JUST A REMINDER ABOUT TRAVEL RESTRICTIONS
● Students and staff members returning to New Jersey after domestic travel will not be asked to

quarantine, regardless of vaccination status.

● Vaccinated students and staff members returning to New Jersey after international travel will not

be asked to quarantine.

● Unvaccinated students and staff members returning to New Jersey after international travel will

be asked to quarantine.

▪ Get tested with a viral test 3-5 days after travel AND stay home and

self-quarantine for a full 7 days after travel.

● Even if you test negative, stay home and self-quarantine for the full 7

days.

● If your test is positive, isolate yourself to protect others from getting

infected.

● If you don’t get tested, stay home and self-quarantine for 10 days after

travel.

▪ Remote learning will be available for unvaccinated students returning from

international travel.

▪ Remote learning will not be available during travel, only during the quarantine

period.
